Life itself has repeatedly proven that in no country in the world where science is not 

developed is it possible to build a free and prosperous society. In the works of our writers it 

was emphasized that the link between the past and the future is the intellectual potential of 

the youth. The Karakalpak land surprised us all with its unique, rich and high art, which has 

no analogues in the world.  If we talk about Berdak, a folk poet with his own direction, style 

and view of Karakalpak literature, then Berdak, the son of Kargaboy, was born on November 

9, 1827, in the first quarter of the 19th century, in the Amu Darya, which belonged to 

Karakalpak Kungirot Beyli Born in a peasant family in Kuilykoul-ovu of the Aral Sea region. 

Berdak was an intellectual of his time, a man with unique deep thinking, smarter than his 

contemporaries and a man of high status. He received his primary education first in a village 

school, and then in a madrasah. Alisher deeply read the works of Navoi, Fizuli, Makhtumkuli 

and the Karakalpak poet Kunhoja, and learned from them. He knew history, folklore and oral 

creativity well. Berdak's lyrical poems and epics express the social character of the 

Karakalpak people of the 18th-19th centuries.  He evaluates the events and social relations of 

his time as an intelligent poet. His works put forward ideas of equality, humanity, justice and 

patriotism. 

In Berdak's works, the main themes of the situation of workers are "Bo’lgan Emas", 

"Solik", "Umrim" and others. The poet dreamed of selfless fighters for the truth, for the 

happiness and future of the working masses. In his poems, he wrote and composed many 

poems on the themes of "For the People", "I Need This" and other topics. The poet proudly 

glorifies national heroes in his historical works "Avlodlar", "Omongöldi", "Azadosbi", 

"Ernazarbi". Berdok's work "Avlodlar" is a chronicle of historical events, common events in 

the life of the Karakalpaks and other Turkic peoples are recorded, opinions are expressed on 
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the origin of tribes and peoples.  Berdak exposes the lies of some prominent clergymen in 

poems such as "Yakhshirok", "Shekili" and other works. He defends women's rights, calls on 

young people to love their homeland and reach the heights of enlightenment.  

In his poetic observations and views on life, Berdak dreamed of a happy life for workers. 

Thinking about making people happy, he asks God for help and thinks about happiness 

through the following poem "Yordam". With the poem "Izladim" he dreams of a fair king, and 

with the poem "Kerak" he hopes to build a happy society. Berdak's work is close to the 

traditions of folk literature. With his creativity and ideological and artistic perfection of his 

works, he occupies a central place in the history of Karakalpak literature. Many of his works 

have been translated into Uzbek and other languages.  In recent years, the 170th anniversary 

of Berdak's birth (1998) has been widely celebrated in Uzbekistan and Karakalpakstan. In 

1998, a monument was erected in Bozhatov, the poet's birthplace. A monument to Berdak was 

erected in the city of Nukus, and a musical and drama theater, a street, and a school were 

named after Berdak. Berdak was considered one of the most talented people in poetry, 

charity, and music. He was a famous and respected poet of his time.  

Berdak was a passionate, intelligent boy, hungry for knowledge from his youth.  

Berdak studied Kuryoni Karim, the holy book of Islam, world history, and literature. It is 

worth showing the poet's love and thirst for knowledge as an example to the younger 

generation.  The great poet of Karakalpak classical literature Berdak Kargaboy son can draw a 

lot of meaning from the poems that have come down to us. In his poems, the poet tried to 

express the dreams of his people, shed light on the injustices of that time and the difficulties 

on the path of science. Berdak sang his songs and called on the people to defend their rights 

and freedom. In all of Berdak's works, one can get a complete picture of the living conditions 

of the people, the social and political life of that time. In his works, the poet tried to console 

the people with his songs about the plight of the people, poverty. As a poet, Berdak expressed 

what was in his heart. 

Conclusion: If we study the rich historical and spiritual heritage of our ancestors and do 

not resolutely and consistently fight against various dangers over time, various harmful 

currents may penetrate into our country. For this purpose, if we translate Berdok's poems 

from the works of our writers into languages other than Karakalpak, the youth of our 

multilingual people will read the poems of Berdok's life and work, so that our youth will be 

drawn into the whirlpool of ideas of creativity and science in the epics of his poems, and the 

ideas of serving the people. In Berdok's poems, he puts forward such ideas as parents, family, 

duty and responsibility to the country, patriotism.  In order to protect young people from 

today's Internet, it is necessary to translate into our native language, Uzbek, the works of 

patriotic writers such as Berdok, poems and literary books in different languages. So that 

young people do not turn into egoists living for today, they should engage in literature, art, 

sports.  We should further strengthen all human qualities through a deep study of the work 

and life of Berdak, one of the great artists of the Karakalpak people, and revive broad 

propaganda work among students of the Tashkent Pediatric Medical Institute. In the 

propaganda of the life and work of Berdok, using innovations to sing Berdok's poems in a 

modern way, short video clips of his works are being prepared, and the artist's work is 

presented to the public at the Tashkent Pediatric Medical Institute by creating a film.  We 

think that all the epic poems of the creator will always find a place in the hearts of our people, 
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and over time, the continuity of our propaganda will be preserved in the works of Berdak. 
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
